
 
How do I apply for the HEERF grant funds? 
Students who complete the 2020-2021 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) will automatically receive 
consideration.  If you have not completed the 2020-2021 FAFSA, you may do so by visiting www.fafsa.gov or 
www.student.gov.  In order to receive consideration for the HEERF II grant funds, students must complete the 2020-2021 
FAFSA or provide citizenship verification no later than April 13, 2021.   
 
How much can I expect to receive? 
Unlike the CARES Act, the CRRSAA requires that institutions prioritize students with exceptional need, such as students who 
receive Pell Grants, and authorizes grants to students exclusively enrolled in distance education. 

Funding will be distributed to all eligible students who enrolled for Spring Semester 2021 based on the calculated Expected 
Family Contribution (EFC) from the 2020-2021 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Degree/Certificate 
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taxable income.  Each financial award you receive from the federal government and other sources will have separate and 
unique tax consequences for your federal tax return.  Visit the IRS website for assistance.
